Pre-Surgical Instructions

e Do not allow your pet to eat or drink after 10:00 p.m. the night
before its scheduled surgery.

e Bring your pet to the Humane Society between 8:00 a.m. and 8:30
a.m. the morning of surgery. Enter through the rear door, marked
“Surgery Entrance.” Cats must be in carries and dogs must be
on leashes!

e  Pick up your pet between 5:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on weekdays and
between 3:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m. on Saturdays.
